Dear Ms. Hulst;

We are writing in support of an OWEB grant for a land acquisition project in Wasco County submitted by Columbia
Land Trust. This Mill Creek Ridge property is significant because it contains a diversity of native bunchgrasses and
wildflowers as well as Oregon white oak and ponderosa pine. This ridgeline offers incredible views both to the
properties and from them. The property is threatened because portions of the property are zoned for 10-acre rural
residential lots.

Wasco County has concerns related to the continued erosion of our financial position as it relates to the ability to
provide critical services to our constituents. Previously, we had asked the Land Trust to not request tax exemption on
acquired lands but request a change in tax status to Open Space which would provide some relief but remain taxable.
This year Columbia Land Trust went through the process of applying for and receiving an Open Space Tax Assessment
from the County on property purchased last year on the Ridge.

Wasco County would also request that the property be left open to the public so that recreational opportunities are
actually being enhanced and preserved for the future. In turn for any lost tax revenues, the public would be receiving
valuable consideration that will only grow in value in the future as availability of recreational areas become more
difficult to find.

The proposed acquisition will address the priority habitats and species identified in the Basin Ecological Priorities by
conserving unique habitat needed by these species, such as Lewis’ woodpecker, western meadowlark and ash throated
flycatcher.

It is these natural resources and the multitude of recreational opportunities that make Wasco County so unique and
beautiful, and such an attractive place to residents and visitors alike. For these reasons, the Board of Commissioners
supports the proposed acquisition of this property.

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What is an appropriate plan for CMHP functions?

The Oregon Health Policy Board, the Ore%on Health Authority, the Joint Special Committee on
Health Care Transformation and the 76" Legislative Assembly are discussing how best to
integrate health care services, including mental health services currently provided through county
community mental health programs (CMHPs).

In these conversations there is a general understanding that CMHPs provide public mental health
care, but there is little discussion of the other CMHP functions, and the impact of separating
some functions (and funding) from the remainder.

The Local Mental Health Authorities (most commonly, the elected boards of county
commissioners) have statutory responsibilities for a range of services, and for system planning,
coordination and quality assurance. They commonly execute these responsibilities through a
CMHP. In addition to service provision, CMHPs provide consultation to, and coordination with,
multiple community service entities.

The following table lists some services and functions of the CMHP. Service related funded is
available for most activities in Columns 1 and 2, and some activities in Column 3. The CMHP
funding includes State General Fund (SGF), Medicaid (OHP), federal and private grants, and
County General Fund. The local integration of these funds allows the CMHP to provide safety
net mental health services for the entire community (including uninsured), and finances the
infrastructure to address some activities in Column 3 and all of Column 4.

If delivery system transformation assigns the OHP-funded public mental health services to

another organization, this jeopardizes the mental health safety net services for the uninsured, and
the community functions listed in Columns 3 and 4.
