4. The final plat shall meet the requirements of Wasco County LUDO Section 21.100.C.  and contain all items listed in ORS 209.250 and ORS 92.050.  In addition, the following items shall be included on the final plat map:

a. Planning Department File Number (PLAPAR15-07-0006) below the Planning Director signature block near the bottom right (if multiple pages, this should be on page 1);

b. Current date;

c. Management Plan designation: Large Scale Agriculture;

d. Zoning designations in the Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area:  A-1(40);

e. One metes and bounds description identifying the perimeter of all subject parcels shall be included on the final plat;

f. The following statement:  “No investigation has been made of the suitability of any given parcel by an authorized representative of the Department of Environmental Quality, and no warranty is made that any given parcel will be used for subsurface sewage disposal.”  If subsurface sewage disposal evaluations have been completed, a copy shall be filed with the Wasco County Planning Department; and
